This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	· Our music curriculum is built around our school vision “I can do all things through God who strengthens me” It aims to cultivate confident, creative, and reflective learners by providing rich musical experiences that promote personal growth, community engagement, and a lifelong appreciation of music, through the school values of, Wonder, Belief and Joy. 
· Music is taught in weekly one-hour lessons.
· In EYFS, music is taught by the music lead, and as the class teacher, she incorporates music into daily life.  
· Year 1 and 2 are taught by the music lead. 
· Years 3 and 4 are taught to play the violin by a specialist music teacher. 
· Years 5 and 6 are taught by the music lead. 
· In Key Stage 2, all children have the opportunity to experience  percussion instruments. 
· Throughout school, singing is at the heart of the children’s musical experience.

This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.

Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	Our children love to sing on our daily Collective Worship.  They take part in a dedicated Worship through Song every week to learn and practice hymns and other suitable songs.  Every academic year, we come together as a whole school community to perform an array of songs to families and friends in our local church at Easter, Harvest and Christmas. 

Children are given opportunities to perform within our school setting to demonstrate their class based learning.  Children are given opportunities to showcase their instrumental talents in worship.  Music also plays a major role in the year 6 leavers concert. 
Our choir performs in school and the wider local community.  They have sung in church, in a local residential home and our summer fayre.
Nursery, Reception, Key Stage 1 and 2 all perform a musical nativity every year. Our EYFS pupils perform in church.


In the future
